Vic Hari-Zoning request

Zoning board met and recommended that the City council approve the zoning request for Vic Hari for a new home in the 600 Block of N Thomas. With the agreement of installing a new 6 inch water main to the north end of the property, a fire hydrant and a street plan with a design for drainage and water main to meet EPA requirements. Which would require oil and chipping with a width of 18 ½ -19 ½ feet. Drainage plan will be turned in with the street profile. One of the zoning board members who is also on the fire department had some concerns about fire hydrants and thought that the water main should be looped around and not just brought to the end of the street. All of these requirements would be at the expense of the home owner Vic Hari. These requirements were all requested by the city engineer Charles Sheetz of Farnsworth Group. 

Discussion from the council brought up issues such as the projected cost to the City of Gilman at a later date for improvements to the road. Theesfeld reported that there would be no cost to the city for improvements. Attorney Simutis discussed several different issues with the council, informing the council that no decision needed to be made at this time, for the council to take time to make a final decision. Simutis explained to the council that the decision could create long term consequences for future development in that area for property owners. The council made no motion and tabled the discussion for a later date.
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Mike Mansfield representing the Gilman Chamber of Commerce presented the council a proposal for financial assistance with the advertising expense of a billboard. Currently twelve businesses are interested in advertising on two different billboards along the Interstate 57.  The Chamber would have to sign a one year contract.

Ernest Potter representing the Chamber of Commerce asked the councils approval for the Town wide Garage sales April 30th,May 1st,2010. The chamber asked the council to waive the town wide sale for residents, so it would not go against the two sales that they are allowed to have on a yearly basis.

The council agreed to waive the town wide sales and to allow businesses to have a sidewalk sale during these two days. Also discussed that food establishments could serve food only, no alcohol outside the establishment. 

Set clean up days for May 12th for the 1st ward, May 13th for the 2nd ward and May 14th for the 3rd ward. 

Alderman Hartke requested that the telephone poles be removed on the east edge of town on Rt24.

Alderwoman Strohschein questioned when the city vacated Wilcox Street. It was the councils understanding that the reason the owner of the apartments requested the street be vacated is so they could make improvements to the driveway and entrance. Mayor Theesfeld does not remember any agreement signed between the City and property owner. Theesfeld will look into the matter.

Alderman McGehee asked when the leak on Second Street would be repaired. Theesfeld reported that it was scheduled for Wednesday April 7th. McGehee also asked about the 5th street televising project. ERH will be doing the jetting.  Also reported that he had complaints with dogs running atlarge.

Mayor Theesfeld had a request from Sue Gray owner of Diva’s Antique in Danforth to allow her to install a advertising sign along the junction of Rt 24/45. It was reported that she would need approval from the railroad or the State of Illinois for approval.

Mayor Theesfeld had a request from Inside Out to allow the business to consume alcohol in the outside garden area. Attorney Simutis informed the council that it would require a special amendment to the current ordinance. The council agreed not to change the ordinance at this time.
